Facebook and other social media is
good for connecting with customers,
building a network, getting special announcements out
quickly, etc but it should be used in addition to not a
replacement of your company website. Here's why:

1) Space

You have much more room to talk about what makes
your business special: its people, products/services. You
can also set up a blog on your website to spread your
expertise.

2) Ownership

You own the domain name (.com). You're not just an
extension off Facebook.com. You own the content. If
you're not happy with your webhost, you can copy your
website files and go elsewhere. Facebook owns the
content you put there and they can cancel your account
or close up leaving you with nothing. They do not give
you access to the files.

3) Control

You decide when the look and functionality of your
website changes. Facebook does periodic "updates”
which can be substantially different from what your
business needs or wants.

4) Email

It's more professional to have an email address at your
company website instead of Yahoo, Gmail, etc. You can
also collect emails at your company website to use in
email marketing campaigns.

5) More customers
Not all potential customers are using Facebook and other
social media.

Changing Tools, Changing Features

What would life be without change, a lot easier in many
ways. The library is always on the lookout for the best
small business resources and subscribes to a number of
databases that offer valuable assistance to small
businesses; these resources can all be found on the
Skokie Business Portal (business.skokielibrary.info).
Unfortunately these resources are in constantly change
with information providers changing access to their
databases, changing user interfaces or the library itself
finding better resources and replacing older tools. This
change can be frustrating but is an unfortunate fact of life
in the modern information age.

Two cases of this change have recently occurred at the
library. One is the disappearance of the First Research
database. First Research provided “Industry Profiles” on
more than 600 business sectors that highlighted industry
trends and business issues. This resource was provided
to businesses by the library after a recommendation from
a Chamber member who found the information valuable
when contacting clients who worked in different
industries. The good news is that these industry profiles
still live on as part of the Hoovers database. Simple select
Hoovers and choose the industry tab to find the excellent
industry information previously offered by First Research.

Another change of business resources is the replacement
of SimplyMap with BusinessDecision. Both databases
provided GIS mapping technology to access marketing
data but BusinessDecision proved much easier to use.
Business Decision combines consumer household, market
segmentation, and demographic data to help businesses
locate potential customers, identify new store locations,
evaluate competitors, or focus marketing efforts.

One constant in all this change is the Skokie Business
Portal (business.skokielibrary.info). This site is always
up-to-date and provides links to all the latest small
business tools available via Skokie Public Library. As
always access to these tools is free with a Skokie Public
Library card which is available to all Chamber members.

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Downtown Skokie Dine-Around

The Village of Skokie, in conjunction with all fourteen of
the current Downtown Skokie restaurants, hosted a
successful two-day Downtown Skokie Dine-Around on
Monday, June 20 and Tuesday, June 21. The event was
attended by over 500 Downtown Skokie-area workers and
students, including approximately 350 individuals
employed at the Illinois Science + Technology Park
(IS+TP). In addition to the IS+ TP employees, other
guests represented Oakton Community College, Sanford-
Brown College, Skokie Chamber of Commerce member
businesses and Forsythe Technologies. Employees from
the Village, Library and Park District also participated.
This was the Village's second Downtown Dine-Around,
following a well-received event held last fall in which over
400 local lunchtime diners participated.

The restaurants participating in the June 20 "Preview
Day" included The Skokie Club, Dunkin' Donuts and Taco
Bell, all in the Skokie Boulevard/Main Street vicinity.
Approximately 125 diners participated this day. All of the
restaurants served two sample-sized portions of specialty
menu items. A trolley shuttled diners from the IS+TP to
the restaurant area, and a 'juggling chef' provided visual
entertainment on the sidewalk outside of the restaurants.

On Tuesday, June 21, the "Main Event" day, all of the
restaurants on Lincoln Avenue and Oakton Street in
Downtown Skokie participated and served sample-sized
portions of two food items. While a trolley was available
to shuttle diners through the Downtown area, most
walked the Dine-Around route. The 'juggling chef"
donned stilts and entertained throughout the Downtown.
Musical entertainers performed at various locations,
including an authentic Mariachi band, a jazz trio, a
saxophone player and an Irish folk musician. Diners
received a bag with menus from all participating
restaurants (including those from June 20 and from
Libertad, expected to open in coming weeks), a
Wednesdays on the Green dining discount postcard and a
Skokie visor. Passports were given to all diners, and
those who visited at least six restaurants were entered
into a prize drawing for a Kindle electronic reading device
or a $25 Downtown Skokie restaurant gift certificate
(provided by the restaurants).
