Old Orchard Shopping Center opened in 1956 with great fanfare. It shaped what Skokie,
lllinois is today, one of the top communities on the North Shore. Myth has it that developer
Phillip Klutznik wanted to locate the mall in neighboring Evanston, but the city leaders
opposed the idea, so it was built in Skokie. At the time, Skokie was considered to be quite
rural, with many farms, orchards and vegetable stands in the area. Contrary to popular

belief, however, the mall was not built on an old apple orchard. For those of us who grew

up in the area, no matter which decade, it was and is the center of many of our youthful
memories. As a teenager, I remember hangi n|g
Wagds and the cafeteria at Montgomery War db

Westfield Corporation bought the mall in 2002 and has developed it into a crown jewel for
the region. Westfield Old Orchard continues to play a vital role to the Village of Skokie. Not
only does it contribute to the economic stability of the Village, but it has long established
Skokie as a premier shopping destination. It is due to this critical Village -wide economic
role, that Westfield also plays an important role with the Skokie Chamber of Commerce. In
the half century that Old Orchard has been an anchor in the community, there has always
been a representative from the shopping center on our Board of Directors.

As we say figoodbyed to Deb Mattes, Senior

major redevelopment changing the face and character at the north end of the center. The
