Transformed from a movie theatre in 2006, 

the Skokie Theatre Music Foundation risks 
closing as early as the fall if additional funds 

are not raised. Like many performance 

venues across the country, the Skokie 
Theatre has seen a drop in box office 

revenues since the recession began.  The 
drop in attendance paired with a significant 

loss of grant funding has created an 
immediate crisis for the leadership of the 

Skokie Theatre.
